The first Service of the Toronto Baptist Fellowship was held in the old Scout Hall on 
the afternoon of the first Sunday in July 1957. There were a number of Baptist          
families living in the area, and Don Fleming was instrumental in bringing them     
together. Rev Ken Brown from Boolaroo Baptist assisted the Fellowship. The church 
was formed on August 23rd 1959 with 29 foundation members—by that time the 
Services were held in the Community Hall.  
The first Pastor was David Smith, a  Baptist College student. The Church building 
was opened on its current site on 11 December 1965 when Rev SA McDonald OBE 
was Pastor. Since then building work has been ongoing. 
Another phase was commenced on July 4 this year—our last for a while we hope!

Therefore, the anniversary is not only about the 
past 50 years, but of Christ’s love compelling us to love and share Him with a lost, 
lonely and hurting world in the years ahead.
